PAMPHLETS AND FREE PUBLICATION POLICY
1.  The Library may provide, on a space-available basis, a rack where free newspapers, community newsletters, literature, leaflets, brochures, fliers, etc. may be placed by committees or organizations, or by individuals in order to inform and educate citizens regarding upcoming civic and community events and news.  Materials involving solely commercial advertising for business or consumer transactions may not be placed on the table.
2.      No materials will be displayed that are determined, by the Librarian and/or the Library Board, to be of hindrance to daily library operation or to detract from the ability of the library to adequately meet the needs of the library’s patrons.
2.  All materials placed on the table must comply with this policy and any other applicable Library regulations or guidelines.  No other materials may be placed on the information table.  Authorization must be received from the Library’s Director or a supervisor before material can be placed on the table.
3.  Unauthorized materials will be discarded.
4.  The material should be of civic, cultural, educational or informational interest or value related to programs or events of a local nature sponsored or presented by local non-profit organizations, educational, or governmental agencies.  “Local” is defined as organizations which exist in Malvern-Hot Spring County County.
5.  Due to limited space, the Library reserves the right to limit the time allowed for displaying of materials.  The Library also reserves the right to remove items deemed to have expired in appeal or timeliness.
6.  Material approved to be placed on the table is not an endorsement by the Hot Spring County Library.
