Bylaws

Friends of the Malvern-HSC Public Library

Malvern, Arkansas

Name and Purpose
This organization shall be known as the Friends of the Library. The purpose shall be to support the programs and services of the Malvern-Hot Spring County Public Library by providing financial assistance, advocate for the library, encourage gifts, increase community awareness of the library, and provide volunteer services. 

Membership

Any person may become an active member upon payment of annual dues. The Friends may establish as appropriate special classes of membership such as family, contributing, sponsoring, and life. Dues amounts shall be established by vote of the Friends membership.

Meetings

An annual meeting of the membership shall be held yearly. The Executive Committee may convene additional meetings as needed. Those members present shall constitute a quorum for transaction of business.

Officers

Officers shall be elected at the annual meeting.

(1) Officers shall be a president, a secretary, a treasurer, and any other officers that the Friends may choose at the annual meeting. 

(2) The Executive Committee shall consist of the elected officers. It shall meet regularly throughout the year as needed. The Executive Committee may be empowered to act for the membership on any question whatsoever, by vote of the annual meeting, or of a called membership meeting.

(3) The Executive Committee may fill by appointment any vacancies which might occur among the officers between annual meetings. 

Amendments

These by-laws may be amended by a majority vote of the members present at the annual meeting or at any called meeting, provided only that ample notice shall have been given.

Records

Financial records and minutes of the proceedings of the yearly membership meeting as well as meetings of the Executive Committee shall be maintained at the Library and made available to the public upon request.

Dissolution

All assets of the Friends shall be provided to the Library in the event the organization might be dissolved.
