MALVERN - HOT SPRING COUNTY LIBRARY
Gifts and Donations Policy
All monies and items donated to the library are eligible for a tax receipt, as the library is a non-profit 501c3 institution.  By law, the library is not allowed to appraise the value of donated materials, though it can provide an acknowledgment of receipt of the items if requested by the donor
Gifts:
The library accepts gifts of books and other materials with the understanding that they will be added to the collection only if appropriate and needed. If they are not needed because of duplication, condition, or bibliographical data the Director may dispose of them as he/she sees fit. The same criteria of selection which are applied to the purchase of materials are applied to gifts. In most cases these materials will be given to the Friends of the Library.
Memorials:
The Library Board and the Library Director encourage the public to purchase memorials and honorariums.  With the appropriate form completed, a patron may select an item to be purchased in the name of the person they are choosing to memorialize or honor.  With the approval of the Library Director, a patron may bring in their own item to be added to the collection as long as it meets the criteria of the Collection Development Policy.  All books provided through memorials and honorariums will be marked with book plates acknowledging the item as purchased for this purpose. 
Donations:
The public is encouraged to support the library through donations to the library itself or to the Library Foundation.  Donations may be made in the form of cash, bequests, insurance beneficiary rights, property, etc.  These donations may be given for the general support of the library or for specific uses designated by the donator.
