Librarian’s Report

We wrapped up summer at the end of July and over-all we had really good success.  This year we offered more programs than ever before.  We had good attendance, although attendance would have been better had our events been included in the paper.  I have spoken to Richard about this, so hopefully this problem has been resolved.  We launched our new online Summer Reading Program this year and we had good success, especially considering we were all (staff and patrons) on a learning curve this year.  The overall response was positive and our records are much more accurate than they have been in the past.

We moved forward on purchasing the house on Ash St.  We were very lucky to get the house at significantly less than its appraised value.  Since our last meeting, I have transferred utilities and the termite contract into the library’s name.  I have added pest control service and I have contracted with the prison for the removal of the brush, barn, and fence.  Part of the work has been completed and the remaining work will be done in the next week or two.  My husband (an Electrician and Electrical Engineer) and I walked through the property and made notes on the scope of work needed in the building.  These notes will be provided to you in a separate report.  Additionally, I was able to get shelving donated for the new annex, saving the library over $4,000 (base costs, which does not include what the freight would have been).  
We launched a new program at the first of August to promote early literacy.  This program is designed to meet the criteria of the 1000 Books Before Kindergarten program sponsored by the 1000 Books Foundation.  This program is open to the entire Region and is hosted through our new Wandoo Reader software by Evanced (same as the Summer Reading Program).  Participants are encouraged to be read 1000 books prior to starting Kindergarten.  Participants will receive a prize after reading their 1st book, at each 100 book achievement, and at the completion of the program.  We will collect statistic on this program annually.  
I was notified that I was chosen as Hot Spring County’s Best Librarian for this year.

The Information Network of Arkansas released the video interview they did with me in promotion of our new website.  This video has received positive attention and I have even gotten responses from other states.  

Heading into Fall, we are playing catch-up from the summer and are working towards creating a full set of Standard Operating Procedures for the Library.

Informational Items

1. Charlotte’s Status

a. Charlotte has returned to work part-time while she completes therapy.  We are all glad she is back and looking forward to everything being caught up in the near future.

2. Library Annex Update

a. We have started having the property cleared and we are finalizing the Bid package we want to release.  We will be purchasing a temporary sign up to put out front so that the public is aware that we have purchased the property and I am working on an article for the paper, in which I will clarify that the funds used to purchase the building were not operations funds, but funds earmarked for that purpose. 

3. Library Funding Restoration Campaign

a. After several meetings with Librarian’s around the state we have settled on an action plan to address the funding cuts.  This plan includes a postcard campaign for which we will ask patrons to fill out a postcard (uniform) and then give it back to us for mailing.  All post cards will be mailed the first week of December.  I have ordered 500 postcards for our library.
4. File digitization and automation

a. I have been in contact with Datamax to discuss options for digitizing our paper records and creating a digital workflow.  I do not know what it will cost, or if it is within our means, but I think it is something to consider and I know that it will streamline several of our tasks and help us manage our records better.

5. TV Complaint

a. We had a complaint about the television being on CNN made this summer.  The patron reported it to Mr. Funk and he told her that it was not a Board matter and that she should speak to the Librarian.  I did speak to the complainant and review her complaint.  Her complaint was primarily that we were “indoctrinating our youth to have a biased opinion” by keeping the tv on CNN.  I told her that I would take her complaint into consideration and keep it on record, but that it was not fair to the rest of the citizens if I let one complaint change policy.  In the 2 ½ years we have had the tv (always on CNN – muted with captions) we have never had a complaint.  Many patrons enjoy the information being provided.  She told me that she was not interested in pursuing her complaint any further.

MALVERN - HOT SPRING COUNTY LIBRARY
Computer/Internet Use Policy
The Malvern - Hot Spring County Library is providing access to the Computer/Internets as a means to enhance the information and learning opportunities for the citizens of Hot Spring County. The Library Board has established the Computer/Internet Usage policy to ensure appropriate and effective use of this resource. Access to the library’s computers and internet is available to all patrons; however, this service may be restricted at any time for use not consistent with the following guidelines.  In order to access library computers, internet, or wifi, patrons must accept and abide by the following rules.

Computer Use / Patron Conduct
1. Patron must have a valid library card in order to use computers. One must have his/her card for every library transaction, including computer use.  Multiple computers may not be used simultaneously by a single patron.
2. If you do not have a valid library card, cost is $1.00 each time you use the library computers. Guest passes are available at the front desk and are only good for the day they are issued. 
3. Black & white printing is $ .25 cents per page. Color printing is $1.50 per page. Larger paper sizes will be charged as two pages per side. You must use the print station and pay for your printouts before they are printed.
4. Those patrons age 18 and older may use the computers in the Adult area.  Those patrons age 17 and younger must use the computers in the Juvenile area. Adult patrons may request the filters be turned off for their search.
5. Computer access will be restricted if the patron owes $5.00 or more in fines and/or fees.
3. You agree to abide by the library's computer policy each time you login to a computer.
4. All computer users will be restricted to 3 sessions per day with each session not lasting more than 1 hour.  Patrons should not expect to have access to all three sessions consecutively.  This will only be allowed if there is no one waiting.  Computer Users may only have time extended for exams, job applications, or other tasks which do not allow for saving in-between sessions.
5. It is the patron’s responsibility to maintain a clean and usable workstation.  Hands should be clean.  Food and drinks are not allowed near the computers or computer area.

6. Parents/guardians are responsible for maintaining their children’s behavior.  Disruptive behavior is not allowed.  Children should not be left unattended.

7. Cell phones should be kept on silent, vibrate, or low volume.  Please respect your fellow library users.

8. Do not attempt to download any programs to the library computers.  This is strictly prohibited.  Any allowable programs are already downloaded and installed.  Plug-ins and Drivers may be downloaded if the computer security settings allow it.  The Staff cannot override any system settings on the computers.
Internet / Wireless Use

1. Wireless Internet is provided at the library for the use of patrons and guests.  This connection is not secure, so use of this service is at your own risk.  The library is not responsible for your device or the content accessed while connected.

2. Printing from the wireless internet connection at the library is not available. 

3. The library’s equipment, internet, nor wifi will be used to violate the Child Internet Protection Act, access obscene material, or to participate in illegal activities, including but not limited to, illegal downloads.  NO CHATROOMS! 
4. Basic sign-in help may be requested, but additional computer use and skills is the responsibility of the user.  The library is not staffed with tutors, nor are we able to dedicate staff to that task.  This includes: writing papers, completing an application, filing paperwork, completing searches, etc.
If you do not abide by the library's computer/internet usage policy, the below actions will be taken.  The Library Director has the authority to impose additional and/or more stringent consequences based on the infraction or patron history.


1st Infraction – Verbal or computer generated warning



2nd Infraction – Loss of privileges for the following month.



3rd Infraction - Loss of privileges for life.


The Library Director and/or the Library Board may deny computer, internet, wifi, or library access to library users who misuse or abuse the library's resources, or who are found in violation of this, or any other policy.
